OPEN AND WOMENS STATE SELECTION 2009 

PLAYING FORMAT 

· At the close of nominations all players will be divided into groups ensuring each group is as even as possible in ability.   The lowest amount of players per group will be 9.  The most number of players in a group will be 12.  There will be no more than a 1 player difference between groups.
· Each player will play everyone in their group twice with each player having a break. The player mentioned first breaks first. You will receive 5 points for each frame you win plus a bonus 1 point for any matches you win 2-0. 


· The Round Robin sheets will determine the order of play. 


· At the conclusion of the round robin, the highest point scorers from each group totaling 16 overall will advance to the Final 16 Knockout stage. 
· Players reaching the Final 16 Knockout Stage will then play a best of 3 Seeded Knockout for extra points. The final of the knock out will be the best of 5 frames


· The highest point scorer of the round robin stage will be the No.l seed with the lowest point scorer being No 16. 

THE MORE COMPLEX BITS
· If there is a bye in your group it will not matter.  All points are based on 11 matches being played and are scaled up or down accordingly.  

· The amount of players progressing in each group to the Final 16 Knockout stage  will be determined by the number of groups. 
3groups =Top 5 in each group plus the highest scoring 6th place player. 
4 groups = Top 4 in each group. 
5 groups = Top 3 in each group plus the highest scoring 4th place player. 
6 groups =Top 2 in each group plus the 4 highest scoring 3rd place players. 
7 groups = Top 2 in each group plus the 2 highest scoring 3rd place players. 


· In a situation where players are on equal points for the final position for qualification to the last 16 knockout stage, the highest ranked player on the selection list at the start of the day will take the higher seeding position in the knockout.  Players who are tied on points for the day and tied on the selection list or not ranked at all will draw numbers to determine their position in the Knockout.  Where players are on equal points for the final position/s in the Final 16 a one frame playoff or round robin if more than two players will be played to determine who goes through.  No points are awarded for this playoff.  The highest point scorer from all groups in the round robin stage will be the No 1 seed in the final 16 knockout stage, with the lowest point scorer who qualifies being No16 Seed. 



· The highest scoring female player will receive a bonus 10 points and the 2nd highest scorer will receive 5 points. These points will be added to the Women’s Selection list only. 


· Any player who does not complete all frames will lose all points they have scored that day. On appeal the Committee will review this decision, taking into account the circumstances leading to the player’s withdrawal.
His/her position in the group will become a bye and all players in the group will receive their average points on the day for the 2 frames, even if they had already played that person. 
· Players reaching the Knockout Stage receive extra points.  
· 5 points for players losing in the 1st round.  
· 10 points for players losing in the Quarter Final.  
· 15 points for players losing in the Semi Finals.  
· 20 Points for the runner up.  
· 25 points for the Winner.


HOUSEKEEPING
· Please note: NEAT AND TIDY DRESS AT ALL TIMES.  Dressed in Long Pants or Dress Jeans (or skirt for women).  All Shirts must have a collar.  No open toe shoes or shorts are to be worn.


· It is compulsory for all players to become an Annual member of the W.A.E.B.F. when competing at State Trials at a cost of $35.00, $20 for juniors 16 and under.  Life members will receive membership at no cost. 


· Entry fee is $20 for all State Events in 2009.  $10 for Junior Players.


· No adjudication required, however all games should be timed. On completing a match the two players should share the timing of the next match on that table. 
· Players must ensure they are ready to play when their name is called; failing to do so may incur a penalty. 

MAKING THE STATE TEAM
· All players are welcome to participate at State Trials; however you must play in at least 33.33% of available frames in your league matches, in a Federation League or Affiliated Association League in the current season to be eligible to represent WA at the 2009 National Championships. 
· Country based players are eligible to compete in the State Trials.  If they do not receive guaranteed selection or a Playoff position they are then also eligible to compete in the Country Playoffs for a position in the Country v City Playoffs.

· Only six of the seven tournament scores will count for State Selection, the lowest one will be removed. 
It is an advantage for players to attend all seven State trials as you will have seven chances of scoring six good scores. 

· The top 4 placings on the Open selection list will receive guaranteed selection in the Open Team (Subject to qualification).  The next 4 positions (5 – 8) on the Open Selection List are eligible to compete in the Country v City Playoffs at a date and time decided on by the WAEBF Committee.  2 Positions are available through Playoffs.

· Gold, Silver, and Bronze Medalists in Super league receive guaranteed selection into the Open State Team.
· The top 4 placings on the Women’s selection list will receive guaranteed selection in the Women’s Team (Subject to qualification).  The next 4 positions (5-8) on the Women’s selection list are eligible to compete in the Country v City Play offs at a date and time decided on by the WAEBF Committee. 2 Positions are available through Playoffs.   
· The Winner of the Women’s State Championship event receives automatic selection into the Women’s Team (subject to qualification).  If that player already has a guaranteed position or a position in the Playoffs, the list will be shuffled up, providing the player in 5th place guaranteed selection in the Women’s team, and another player the opportunity to compete in the Country v City Playoffs.


· In the event that a Perth based Super League player who cannot compete in the State Trial events and finishes in 4th or 5th place in Super league, they will be eligible to compete in the Country Playoffs, to compete for a position in the Country v City Playoffs.
