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NOTICE OF CHANGE TO MEN’S STATE SELECTION

PROCESS:

STATE TRIALS: Seven events whereby your best 5 performances will count toward selection. Top 4 players after 7 events will gain automatic selection.

SUPERLEAGUE: Gold and Sliver medalists will gain automatic selection. If one is in the team from State Trials selection, Bronze medallist will advance. If both Gold & Silver in the team from State Trials selection, Bronze medallist and 5th from the State Trials will be promoted.

These 2 processes give us the first 6 players.

The balance will come from the play-offs and “wild card” if committee decides to use it.

PLAY-OFFS:

16 Players will vie for the last 2 or 3 places in the State Men’s Team.

4 players will come from Country Week First Division Averages.

4 Players will come from Country Play-off section.

4 Players will come from the next players on the State Trials list.

The final 4 players will come from a “Last Chance Qualifier Event” open to all players whether they have tried other avenues or not.

The Committee will decide before the final Play-off if a Wild Card is to be used or not so that players will know whether there are 2 or 3 spots available in the State Team from the play-offs.

The new changes give players from Country and Perth more opportunities and players who have work or travel restrictions have a chance to make the team if they play well enough on the day.

Costs:
Entry Fees for all 7 State Team Trials are $20 per trial or $100 for 7 trials paid at trial # 1.

Entry fee for “Last Chance Qualifier” is $20.

Individual Membership Fee per player is $50 for over 18’s and $25 for under 18’s and is payable on entry of player’s first State Trial or Last Chance Qualifier.

Starting time for all Trials and Qualifier is 10.00am and entries should be nominated by 9.30am.

CODE OF CONDUCT:

At each player’s first attendance at State Trials, a code of conduct and membership form is required to be completed before nomination can be accepted.

DRESSCODE:

Players are warned to be aware of the dress code as we don’t like to turn people away because they haven’t taken notice of the requirement.

Long pants or dress jeans, closed shoes and a shirt with collar are the minimum requirements and offenders will not be allowed to enter the tournament.

The Committee trusts you will appreciate the changes made and look forward to seeing you all at our 2011 State Men’s Team selection process.
